
Churches, Civil Rights Organizations, Demand FCC Recognize Cable 
Market Power Hurts Diversity, Religious Programming  

 
WASHINGTON -- Media Access Project filed a letter on behalf of the United States 
Conference of Catholic Bishops, the Office of Communication of the United Church of 
Christ, and the National Hispanic Media Coalition demanding that the FCC recognize 
that the Congressional "70/70" measurement of cable market power has been met. The 
excessive power of cable operators over programming has squeezed out independent 
minority and religious programming. Instead of allowing cable to confuse the issue by 
pretending this is about a la carte, the FCC must remain focused on recognizing cable 
market power and creating new opportunities for independent minority and religious 
programming.
